4.3. Disclosure of transfers of value is related only to
prescription medicinal preparations. As a matter of
practice, transfer of value may relate to a group of
prescription and  over-the-counter = medicinal
preparations simultaneously. In such cases, in order
to achieve absolute transparency, Astellas publishes
the fees even if only some portion of such fees relates
to prescription medicinal preparations. For this
purpose, the total amount shall be published without
allocating the portion directly relating to a
prescription medicinal preparation as it is technically
impossible to set apart a fee portion relating to a
prescription medicinal preparation from a fee portion
relating to an over-the-counter one.
